SONGASTER RECORDS RELEASES THE OMINOUS PANDA EP
TORONTO  –  Songaster Records is pleased to announce the release of recording artist Graydon James’s freshman solo album The Ominous Panda ep, a 23-minute roller coaster ride through 8 songs about heartbreak, old people, small towns, sisters-in-law, the 1970s, and handclaps.

Graydon James is the former drummer for such little-known indie bands as the 6ixty8ights, Hill, and Clare Love & the Sweethearts, and is the current drummer for Sir!, the Maevens, the Friendless Youngsters, the Kindly Ones, Ryan Partridge, and the Pocket Co. The Ominous Panda ep is his first experiment in recording without a drum kit involved, although you wouldn’t know it from hearing the songs, which feature more layers of percussion than the time that Stomp street-battled the Blue Man Group.

“It’s about finding something catchy, something you can hang on to,” says Graydon, of rock-climbing. “And it’s the same with songwriting. Anyone can record a few songs these days, but it’s about throwing it against a wall and seeing what sticks,” he continued, referring possibly to songwriting, possibly to rock-climbing, or possibly to making pasta.

The first two tracks, “Confession” and “Wreck of A Human Being” were recorded in 2003, with the remaining songs recorded in a bout of hyperglycemic mania in the summer and fall of 2005. Considering Graydon’s legendary ability to procrastinate, and his involvement with so many other bands, it was literally an actual miracle, confirmed by priests, that the recording was completed before his untimely death in 2015. The Ominous Panda ep was recorded partially in a basement and partially at a rehearsal space, mastered at Joao Carvalho Mastering, and cloned and shrinkwrapped by nuclear scientists at Number 9 Audio Group.

With Songaster Records and Sonica Management teaming to promote the album, Graydon will tour The Ominous Panda ep extensively through the spring and across the known universe.
